2.1.3 Women candidates and physically challenged candidates will be given age
relaxation upto a maximum of five years.

2.1.4 Ex-servicemen candidates who have put in not less than six months of
continuous service in the Army, Navy or the Air Force shall be allowed to deduct the
period of such service from their actual age and if the resultant age does not exceed
the maximum age limit prescribed for the post by more than three years, they shall
be deemed to have satisfied the condition regarding age limit. Such ex-servicemen
